2013/14 plans update

In the last Newsletter I broke down our plans for the next 2 years, and as a
result we have been privileged to have been given a very large chunk of money
to build the Oldies Garden Room, and am pleased to say it is finished bar the
flooring, and will be finished by the Open Day, so another reason to come
along so you can see it. We are going to name it The Feline Garden Room, as
the cats objected to the ‘Oldies’ bit!
We aim to have it officially opened on the day by Mrs Joy Crawshaw, a great
supporter for many years.

Sharon’s Garden — £5,000(as partially started) area for the rabbits and guinea
pigs, with grassed and concreted areas. Not much done yet, but fingers crossed
there will be a bit more by Open Day.




Neuter Scheme — £10,000 we want to enhance our existing neutering scheme,
with a special emphasis on female cats, and we plan to do a scheme where it
costs the person £10 and we meet the rest of the bill, we have to do something,
over 300 kittens last year, and am pleased to say only 12 of last year’s kittens
still here. This is going well, but people are still buying them, and of course
this encourages people to keep breeding them. If you know a person or an area
where people are producing kittens, let them know about our scheme, or if you
want a poster about it, let me know. We are getting more people using us, as
there is no other charity in the area offering this service (Cats Protection
Chichester & Bognor branch no longer exists, so it’s all down to us). We are
advertising this more and more, but many of these cats have already had kit-
tens, and needless to say have rehomed the kittens, but we will keep trying. So
far our kitten intake compared to this time last year is up by a massive

Viv Eadon Lodge works — need some extra windows for air flow, particularly
on the Mezzanine area, and storage areas - £1,000. Not started yet, but proba-
bly a good Winter job.

ICU area for rabbits and guinea pigs £2,500. When a rabbit has an operation
we like to keep them in the warm until the next day, but unfortunately most of
our ICU pens are stainless steel, and rabbits urine will rot it very quickly, so
need fibreglass ones. So if your heart lies with the bunnies perhaps you would
like to make a donation, and specify for the bunnies. The staff are coming up
with some ideas to raise some money for this.

Workshop — new area for sorting clothes, our lovely ladies Zena, Margaret
and Denise need to have a better place so they can keep all the clothes neat and
tidy - £500 — the new area for the books will mean the old book area will be
available for the clothes, so hopefully by Open Day.

Greenhouse replacement — the greenhouse we use for storage, events, rabbits
in the Winter and the out and about cats, desperately needs replacing, and we
would like to put up a barn this will attach to Viv Eadon Lodge, and cost is
approximately £55,000 We have had a man round, and put forth ideas, and
hope to put in planning permission soon, just need to spend a bit more time
sorting out details to make sure we get it right.
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Don’t forget you could always donate or organize a fund raising event for one
of these projects, just let me know. Monique

Unfortunately,
when the vet tested her blood her red cell blood count
and her steroids had to be increased and we were
advised that she needed to be monitored on Monday
and her blood retested.

At 8.00pm Sunday evening it became very clear
to us that we had a very poorly cat and called the
emergency vet in North End, Portsmouth, everything
moved very quickly and when we got to ‘Vets Now’ |
knew that Mya was in a critical condition, despite
everyone’s efforts our darling little girl could not be saved and had suffered a
stroke due to her anaemia and we had to make the very painful decision to
have her put to sleep. She was 4 years old.

I would like to thank The Cat & Rabbit Rescue Centre for allowing Mya to
be in our family and I would like to think that in the four years we looked after
her, she was happy and content and knew that we loved her to bits. She will
be greatly missed and has left a lasting impression in our lives and those who
she came in contact with both humans and feline.

I first saw Pixie when we had a tour through the pens at the Summer Fair
2012. She was in the pen with 2 other cats and was sitting in her basket look-
ing out at me. She had semi long hair, black and white, a big fluffy tail and the
most lovely green eyes. She reminded me of the first cat I had ever had from
the Cat and Rabbit rescue in about 1989, Pippin. I looked at her history and
found out that she had been in the rescue from the age of 5 weeks for 15
months. I felt very sad that she had never known the out-
side world although she had been well cared for, and I felt a
strong pull to her to take her home to be company for our
other rescue cat Harry.

I made an appointment to come back and see her when
there were not crowds of other people around, and the fol-
lowing Friday I went back, complete with cat basket and
decided to take her home with me. I was told that she was
a very nervous cat, and that is why she had been there such
a long time. There was quite a struggle to get her into the
basket which luckily I did not have to do, and having done
all the paperwork I took her home in the car. She didn’t
like the journey at all, and mewed piteously all the way! Once home, I in-
stalled her in our back room complete with litter tray, basket and food, but she
straightaway took up residence behind my computer in a corner, and hardly
budged. She flinched away when we got near her, and only ate when we
weren’t there as the food vanished quite regularly. I fed her lots of treats, to
get her settled, like prawns which she loved.

Anyway, gradually after a few weeks we let her out into the garden
through the patio door, and she loved it.

I cannot believe, just after losing sponsor cat Diamond we lost Mitzi. Such
a distinctive little black and white cat with a round little face marked like a
panda. She lived in the house, usually in the office helping with administra-
tion. We had known for a while she had a serious heart murmur, but this did
not stop her doing anything. Sadly and very suddenly she went down hill, and
although the vet tried everything we knew she was wanted in Heaven.

She's been replaced on the sponsor list by Honeybee, a stunning tortoishell
cat who lives in the barn.

Save the heartache and Insure.

It was while we were at the AGM in August 2006 that my wife Joyce,
having had both her hip joints replaced in the 1970’s, had to have a walk round
to ease the numbness in her bum. The old pens, known as Stacey Lodge, were
still in existence then and in one of them was a young female Tabby and White
cat with her brood of kittens. Her Centre name was Gold and my wife imme-
diately fell in love with her. At a lull in the proceedings, she came and fetched
me to have a look at said cat and as soon as | walked into her pen, she ran up
my leg, enough to say, “I’m home”. Sure enough, we staked a claim for her as
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soon as she could be released, and she has been with us ever since, although
now known as Goldie, and creating havoc whenever she can..

As is the policy of The Cat and Rabbit Rescue Centre, she came with a
few weeks FREE PetPlan Insurance, with the option to continue the insur-
ance if we wanted to. This we decided to do, for TWO reasons, one, The Cen-
tre gets a donation for every insurance taken out and secondly, we felt that we
owed it to Goldie to cover the cost of her veterinary care, should she ever need
it.

Everything went well for the first 6 years with no need to do anything oth-
er than renew her cover with PetPlan each year and renew her vaccinations
but then, just before Christmas 2012, Goldie came home with some quite se-
vere damage to her two front paws and one of her back paws. We immediately
rang the vet and made an emergency appointment and her treatment started.
For the next 6 weeks, after taking swabs, etc., her fur started to fall out in great
lumps, leaving large bare patches to her head and neck. Again swabs and, un-
der anaesthetic on a Saturday morning, several biopsies were taken. Still no
indication of what was causing the problem but the vet did not give in. He con-
tacted as many of his colleagues he could to solicit assistance in identifying the
problem but to no avail.

All the time the bills were mounting up but we had that cushion to protect
us and, far from the usual list of excuses as to why the Insurance Company
cannot or will not pay up, PetPlan were absolutely brilliant. They deducted the
known amount of excess we had signed up for and we got the rest, well over
£300 and with the level of cover we have chosen, should the problem ever oc-
cur again, she will be covered for treatment for her lifetime. So my friends, if
you are in any doubt as to whether Insurance is worth it, take my tip, get your
pets covered as soon as you can, you never know when they are going to need
it and, if you really are an animal lover, protect your pets the same way as you
protect yourself or your human loved ones.

A weird side effect of all the veterinary treatment is that she now plays
with all her toys and has been acting just like the kitten she should have been
instead of having to go through the trauma of having kittens of her own. We
cannot impress on folks any harder the need to have your pets insured, it does
not cost the earth and broken down to cost per week, can work out at pence
and not pounds and if and when you need it, the protection is there to ensure
that your pet gets the best of treatment.

It worked for us, give it a try, keeping a pet without a safety net is not to be
advised.

need you.

Can you, or someone you know, spare a few hours to become a
volunteer, you will be made most welcome. It can be tiring but it is
so rewarding to see what effects your efforts have for the animals.

Qutreach Work.

As well taking in unwanted and stray animals and finding homes for them there
is a lot more CRRC does. A lot of this work is not done by other charities, and I
believe this is as important as the normal work. What it involves is trapping
stray cats, bringing them to the Centre, and neutering and health checking
them. Most of the time these cats can go back, providing there is a person who
will feed them. Of course we would like to take every one we are asked to, but
this is impossible, so is the next best thing. To be honest to go back to a neu-
tered feral colony is one of the best experiences of my life. They look so much
healthier and more often than not love their life. We will always help with vet
costs if one of the cats is ill. We also take any cats that join the colony, but this
is rare as a feral colony rarely accepts any other cats.

LURKING DANGER .

Convictions for animal cruelty and neglect increased by a third between
2011 and 2012, according to the RSPCA which says it is struggling to cope
with what it calls "the growing animal cruelty crisis" According to RSPCA
chief executive Gavin Grant judges need to take cases of abuse far more seri-

ously than they currently do.
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There is a view that those who are cruel to vulnerable animals will also
have the capacity for cruelty to vulnerable people, including children, a view
backed by research into the records of violent criminals, who will often have
early convictions for animal cruelty.

Worrying, therefore is a finding of some recent research by parenting web-
site Netmums amongst 800 children aged 7-16. This found that animal harm
videos on the internet were the most commonly-viewed inappropriate content
by under-16's, with more than 25% admitting to watching them.

And a larger proportion too ashamed to admit it?

Don’t be an Ostrich.
