Two lovely male cats with two lovely adoptees.
Hello there.

Emma (Turner) showed us around all of your premises during one of the
monthly rehoming days in late April. We had been without a cat since Barney had
passed away just before Christmas at 21+ years of age; & we weren’t entirely
sure whether we even wanted another cat, as we thought Barney was truly special
— I am sure everyone feels like that about their cats!

Anyway we accompanied Emma all around & viewed so many potentially lovely
cats but Michele had already “fallen in love” with one of the two young male cats
we saw in the first aisle we were taken down; that had been with you for approx.
9-10 months, having been taken in at two weeks old.

Emma bless her, explained that they would be quite a challenge as they were both
rather timid, bordering on feral but we quickly decided these were the ones for us;
even though we had not planned to have either a young cat & definitely not
TWO!

However we didn’t want to split them up as all they had known were each
other, albeit we realised that it indeed would be quite a challenge in particular
with the completely Black one!

The Black with some white was more inquisitive & that is what firstly attracted
Michele to that particular pen.

However upon being invited into the pen, we couldn’t get near either of them!
Indeed the Black one just growled rather like a dog!

So having decided upon them, being checked over at home, as suitable, we
chose names of Sooty (the Black one) & Sparky (the black & white one); & col-
lected them on 1* May.

They clearly were in shock as they were so quiet going home with us & it took
a little while for them to start to settle.

Michele worked morning, noon & night to gain their trust & confidence, whilst I
just had the lovely tasks of feeding & cleaning them!

Sooty spent a few weeks just growling at us both but has now made great progress
but far more limited than Sparky. However he no longer growls! He is still very
timid but ironically probably relies on us more than Sparky!

Sparky is now amazingly affectionate & clearly the “Boss!”

Neither of them even though timid, have ever deliberately scratched us, even
when they are or have been uncertain towards our motives — like me taking them
on Vets visits! That they truly hate! But their nails grow so quickly & unfortunate-
ly the scratching posts were long ago abandoned by them both!



Sooty remains a bit of a challenge but has also progressed so much that; “on
his terms,” you can normally later in the day, give him a stroke or brushing. Today
I think with the heat, he was asleep on the stairs late morning when I came in &
just couldn’t be bothered to rush away, so I gave him a stroke! He seemed rather
disappointed that it was a brief stroke! So that’s even more progress as it is me he
avoids mostly!

We now let them enjoy this marvellous weather by letting them out when we
get up; thank heavens they now regularly use a corner of the garden affectionately
now known as “Pooh Corner,” can you work out why?!

So they still have their litter trays but all the play-things we purchased from you
are “abandoned,” so you may shortly be receiving them back as a donation! They
tend to come in during the day, have the use of the entire house; to rest/sleep &
escape the heat & we let them wander outside again in the evenings. Fortunately
so far, with the odd night only, they return to us to spend the night in “their bed-
room.” No, not a real bedroom but the Conservatory! Which we have suitably
adapted to become a cats room!

Michele was keen to let them have the run of the house at night but after sev-
eral attempts, we have given up through lack of sleep! They seem to think that
night-time is play time for them but unfortunately they want us involved in the
playing! So they now know the rules, seem happy to be put to bed in their room &
abide by the rules most of the time.

We are so pleased with them & your Centre; & would remind anyone thinking
of “adopting” a cat/s that genuine effort is really necessary but will normally pay
dividends eventually in return.

One should not expect immediate “bonding,” or a lack of noise (from the uncer-
tain cats), as they have to re-acclimatise to their new surroundings, noises & rou-
tines.

As you will see in the pictures both cats have the tip
of their left ears trimmed, this is done when they are
neutered and is normal practise when doing a feral
colony of cats. This indicates the cat has been neutered
and if when trapping cats, you catch that one again, you
can see at the glance they have had the essential
operation and therefore release them again. If you did
not do this, then they would have to go through the spay
operation again if they are females, and still be

< anaesthetized/sedated if males to see they had already
been done, sometimes you can see, but many ferals are not keen on having their
tails lifted!

The ups and downs of hand feeding.

I am writing this with tears in eyes, why? [ am looking at a little cat washing
her 7 day old kitten like her life depended on it. This is her story. Person rings
with a stray cat, who had had kittens, which she rehomed, but did not get her
spayed, and guess what she is pregnant again very quickly. She arrived here, like
she was going to burst, but it took a few weeks before she actually started to
produce, but a few days before she had become very unwell, and although she had
treatment from the vet, she was too weak to help when she started to give birth.
She had one, but did not have the strength to bite off the afterbirth, and the next
one started and so it went on. We kept a constant eye on her, and had to help with
the births, but still problems, so we rushed her to the vet with born kittens, and vet
reckoned on at least one more, which arrived after some drugs given to her by the
vet, then another, and by then we had brought her into the house, and then about
an hour later, Nigel notices another one making an entrance, again needing help.
This made it total of 7, but Mum cat was very poorly, and kittens no better. So
handfeeding had to start. Throughout the night I fed them, but knew they were not
well, and over the next few days each one died, despite anti biotics, except for one
little ginger one. After a few days the vet advised them being taken away from
Mum completely as she did not have milk or the strength to wash them. Our vet
had recommended a different anti biotic which had worked on another cat who
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had chronic diarrhoea, but could not be given to a nursing mum, so hand feeding
continued. A few doses of the anti biotic, Mum cat was eating, and had no
diarrhoea. After stopping the antibiotic, the vet said try to give her back the last
remaining kitten. Bear in mind she had not seen this kitten for quite a few days,
she just licked it, and licked it, and loves it so much, it brings tears to my eyes,
although still having to hand feed him, and he has a long way to go, I thank God
we were able to help. Monique

I wrote this on Friday 3" of October, and little
Charles as I had called him, was doing very well,
and looked magnificent, but went down hill and
died on Sunday 5™ October, I cannot tell you how
dreadful I feel, but do know ‘he was given
everything we could’.

Here's all four of our cats that we have taken on
from you over the last 9 years, & I don't think I'm far
with their exact thoughts either.

Cats Protection.

This time last year we had taken 275 kittens, so far this year we have taken
333, despite our £10 to get your cat spayed. What is happening, are people just
stupid? But do not forget the people who buy from these breeders are just
encouraging it. So we decided to see if the Cats Protection Headquarters at
Chelwood Gate in Sussex could help, and they said yes, we have visited and
know they neuter the kittens at 8 weeks, so no possibility of anyone adopting a
kitten and using it for breeding. We have been up there twice now, and taken
approx 60 up there, and they have kept in touch, and have been quite successful in
rehoming them. So thank you Cats Protection. RSPCA in Stubbington have also
helped with taking on rabbits, and we have helped them in different ways as well,
so it is good see us working together.

Original Trustee has left.

After much careful consideration Pat Parkinson, one of the original Trustees
of the CRRC has stepped down, her health has not been good of late, and very
sadly was widowed very recently. Pat always did so much for CRRC, she and I
spent many a day catching ferals, she also had great knowledge and did pre and
post home visits. She often helped with fund raising events, and was one of these
people who rarely grumbled, even when we spent a whole day fund raising and
took £2.50!!

Pat and I spent a lot of time with the Solicitor when the Charity was first
registered.

We also did furniture collections, and I remember vividly us carrying a huge
white wardrobe down the stairs, just the two of us, both thinking our backs were
going to break!! I remember meeting after work to catch some ferals at some
rather dirty looking garages in Portsmouth. When we met, Pat was as glamorous
as ever in her cream dress, perfect nails etc and we had to climb and scramble
about trying to get these poor creatures, we both worked equally hard, but at the
end of it, I looked like I had been dragged through a hedge backwards, and Pat
still looked immaculate!!
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We will miss you Pat, but know you are always available for help and advice you
have gained through your long experience of animal rescue.

Running for the animals Lives.
Some months ago, I heard about 2 fantastic people Fiona Douglas and

Caroline Taylor who were going to run 100k (yes you read it right) and it was all
going towards the work of the Cat & Rabbit Rescue Centre, and they raised an
amazing £846.25
The Thames Path Challenge is an
organized event and hundreds of
runners take part. This is their story.
We final made our epic walk !!! In
23 hours 30 mins and 15 secs - The
Challenge for us was the Thames
Towpath challenge on thel3/14sep 14
to walk the event in under 24 hours (
we had a cut off of 30) to do this we
had to walk non stop through the night.
Our trek seemed impossible and sometimes felt it was going to be and for over
500 of our fellow competitors the challenge proved too much. However we strode
through the night, rejuvenated by copious food stops that all seemed to involve
chocolate! and the thought of letting down our furry friends and sponsors was un-
thinkable!! So to doggy tunes, tales and life stories we marched on ignoring blis-
ters, bashed toes, heavy and weighted rucksacks ! We arrived at our destination to
smiling faces — a round of applause and a well deserved glass of champagne -
Caroline Taylor.

Animal Dumping.

We have always let people know the number of animals we are asked to take, and
not just the animals we take, this number is important because it makes people
realize how many unwanted and strays are in our area. On numerous occasions
people say how terrible this is, and then state, “they can always take it to a res-
cue”, sadly this is NOT true, unless of course they got it from a rescue to start
with. So what to do, first ring as many rescue centres as you can, and this gives
them as much time as possible, we always take the details, and if given enough
time, can usually help. Many people try their friends and relatives first, and at the
last minute contact the rescues, this does NOT give us enough time to sort things
out.

Some people think if they bring the cat to a rescue they will take it or they will
dump it. The latter is disgusting, and totally unnecessary, and taking it to a rescue
means you are trying to jump the queue. How would you feel if you are waiting at
the doctor’s surgery and someone, who is no more ill than you are, push past you
and goes in beforehand, this is totally selfish, and unfair? Monique

Even he was doubtful the lightweight,
tatty and battered bracelet (with no hallmarks) I had convinced myself was gold,
was the real deal. As it was being scrapped he offered to test it but first gave me a
£30 price by weight. He returned to the counter with £30 and said “You were right
it was gold”.

After exceeding our target of £1,000 we set ourselves last year, a £1,000 target
was again set for the three July/August Sundays in succession for the Jewellery
Stall. Worthing Seafront Fayre raised £411 despite a much smaller pitch. A huge
thank you to Miranda for coming from the other side of Brighton to help and
Connie, both are such great sales ladies. The following weekend at Hotham Park
in Bognor raised £310 with the help of Connie once more. At this event we were
visited by some lovely young people who gave us an envelope with a marvellous
donation they had raised by selling loom bands. We decided this should go to-
wards Booties vet bill, rather than the jewellery stall takings.

Then came the Summer Fayre at the Centre... on the day Hurricane Bertha
decided to make its UK appearance. The event took place in the greenhouse which
meant our usual huge stall was a little curtailed. However, we took about £234.
Add to this our green collection tin money of £58 for the three events and some
sales from home — and we covered our target. I have since sold some more scrap
and more sales from home and have another £95 to start our Christmas Fayre tak-
ings. Again thank you to Connie for her splendid help.

The jewellery continues to sell well in the Bognor shop and last month when I
was there stocking up we sold over £100 worth as it was going into the cabinet.

On Sunday 6" J uly, we were asked to take a

cat who had given birth to 2 kittens earlier in
the day, but there was one stuck, we immedi-
ately said yes, and what a sight!. This poor cat
had been struggling for hours to give birth to
this kitten, but all that was there, was a paw
sticking out, the already born ones, were just
laying there helpless. We called our vet and he
came down and started work, he had to perform =
an emergency caesarean, removing the ‘stuck B
one’, sadly was already dead, and then found 4 more inside. By this time, I had
decided to try to get the already born ones to another mum cat who was in Recov-
ery with tiny kittens, [ am pleased to say she took to them very quickly. Then the
hard work began, as Mark, the vet removed each kitten we had to try to revive it,
rubbing their little hearts, clearing the mucus from the noses, and following the
vet’s instructions, they looked dead, then one breathed, but trying to hold tiny
slippery bodies was a task in itself and also keeping an eye on the ‘adopted” Mum
to make sure she was still caring for her babes. I felt there was very little hope for
the caesarean ones, but with Mark’s loud calls of ‘keep going’, we did just that,
and remarkably they all came round. All exhausted, we decided to call Pamela
Fitzsimons, who helps CRRC in every way possible to see if she could help, and
she arrived, and after Hopeful, as Pamela had named her, was stitched up (she
was also spayed) and given antibiotics, she took her and 4 kittens home. Hopeful
did not have any milk, but her presence and her washing them can be a great com-
fort. I felt their chances of survival were very slim, and kept telling Pamela that,
so as not to raise her hopes, but survive they did, with 24 hour care from Pamela
and her husband.
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Rabbits everywhere.

In September we received a call

about 18 rabbits living alone, as their
owner had gone into hospital, and the

people looking after them, had sensi-
bly contacted us, as the owner would
not be able to care for them anymore.

It was a sad sight, these rabbits s
had plenty of room, they had several rooms in this house to live in, but the floor
was 2 inches deep in fur and droppings. Fortunately they were all females, and
although battle scarred a bit, and some had severe malocclusion (overgrown
teeth), they could have been a lot worse. It took quite a bit of effort catching the
rabblts and loadlng them in the van, and driving home from Portsmouth. We put
] : them into what we usually call our ‘holding area
for feral cats’. But this is a large area, and it al-
lowed them to get fresh air, as the house they had
come from had no air! Stubbington Ark took 6
from us, and sadly one of the rabbits with very
severe malocclusion had to ‘Go to Heaven’, and
one bunny died. We are slowly getting them to
full health, and they will be spayed and have their
myxomatosis /VHD vaccinations. We have split them into two pens now, and they
are looking very happy.

As some of you will remember, The Centre Newsletter used to consist of 2 or
3 pages of A4 paper, stapled together in the top left hand corner. This was pro-
duced by several ladies who already had enough on their plates, holding down
jobs, looking after families and everything else that involved ladies by day and
night. Having succeeded in getting the information onto paper, they then had the
problem of producing enough copies to distribute to those who subscribed to them
and, I understand, it was produced by the kindness of several local employers, al-
lowing a few copies at a time to be photocopied in the office. Then came the chore
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of folding them and placing them in the envelopes and sticking the stamps on and
then getting them to a letterbox.

In 2005, the ladies involved had to give up the task due to family commit-
ments and a volunteer was being sought. My wife and I were attending our first
Open Day with her Sister Barbara and Husband Denis, who incidentally worked
with Monique, and it was a bright sunny day. That was my undoing, the sun got
to the back of my neck and having been introduced to Monique by Denis, I volun-
teered to take on the Newsletter.

It came about because we had recently lost our first cat, Tinker after almost
21 years and a black cat, yes a black cat, appeared in our drive, living in an old car
that our son was doing up. The doors were off and it was covered with a tarpaulin
and it was sleeping in there. We tried to find an owner but none came forward
and as we didn’t feel ready to take another cat so soon, we contacted Monique.
Unfortunately for us, they were full up but as he was still ‘whole’, Nigel gave us a
voucher towards getting him neutered. By the time he had recovered from his or-
deal he had made himself at home, so here he stayed. We had two of our grand-
children staying with us at the time and one of them said, “he was lucky dad’s car
was there” so he became Lucky. We had him for just over 10 years until one
morning he had a fit and had to be sent to pussy heaven. It was for that assistance
that I decided I wanted to give something back to The Centre. For those who have
a phobia against black cats, why not give one a try, Lucky was the most loving
animal to us that we have ever had, he was there with us every step we took and
purred his head off when we came in from a trip out.

Several more are produced as and when to issue
at fund raising days, etc. This issue is my 31*" issue and starts my 11" year as
your Newsletter Editor.
